The meeting was advised that this proposal for a directional sign for Coney on the N59 will be considered by the Area Engineer with a view to erecting same.

(A)
To ask Sligo County Council for an update in relation to the provision of tap water and grid at Dunmoran Strand.

The meeting was advised that an estimate had been prepared in relation to the provision of a grid but there is no funding available in the current year for this work.  An update will be sought from Water Services in relation to the provision of a tap.
(B)   To ask Sligo County Council to replace the ‘Walk’ sign at Aughris Head.

The meeting was advised that the replacement of the ‘Walk’ sign at Aughris Head will be examined by the Area Engineer in conjunction with our Community and Enterprise directorate with a view to replacing it.


(C)  To ask Sligo County Council for an update on the proposed roadworks on the N59 at Farranaharpy/Ballygrehan.

The meeting was advised that the upgrade of the N59 at Farranaharpy / Ballygrehan is dependent upon funding from the NRA and it is hoped that progress will occur in 2011.

The meeting was advised that there is no funding for any further work on the R297 Castletown Road Realignment Scheme at present.
