Appendix E. Record of Protected Structures

The Record of Protected Structures (RPS), which was prepared under Section 11 of the
Planning and Development Acts 2000-2002, is an integral part of the County Development Plan.
By including structures on the RPS, their importance is recognised, they are legally protected
from adverse impacts and there is potential access to grant aid for conservation.

When reviewing the Development Plan, or at any other time the County Council may add a record
to, or delete a record from its RPS. The Minister for the Environment, Heritage and Local
Government may also make recommendations to the Council concerning the inclusion of
structures in its RPS.

County Sligo’s RPS includes 253 structures from a wide range of categories: churches, schools, bath
houses, train stations, courthouses and many dwellings of various types — from cottages and farm
houses to country houses and even castles. In addition, there are several valuable one-off structures,
such as a public house, a forge, a working farm, a watch tower, a pier, a boathouse and a coastguard
station.

The complete, illustrated RPS, containing additional information and a photograph of each
structure, is a separate publication that is available for inspection or purchase from the Planning
Office of Sligo County Council.

For ease of use, this Appendix lists all structures included in the RPS categorised by type and
arranged alphabetically, by name of structure, under each category. The number preceding each
entry is the official RPS record number of the respective structure.
