County geological sites do not receive
statutory protection like proposed Natural Heritage Areas (pNHAs), but receive an effective pro-
tection from their inclusion in County Development Plans. Many of the sites described below are
considered to be of national importance, as best representative examples of particular geological
formations or features. They will be proposed by the GSI for designation as pNHAs by the Na-
tional Parks and Wildlife Service, after due survey and consultation with landowners.
